	March
	Starlet gains a revised suspension set-up and improved equipment specifications.

	April
	Introduction of the 4th generation Starlet.

	July
	Model revisions include the addition of side impact bars in the doors, new steering wheel and new ignition system.

	February
	The 1.0-litre engine is replaced by a new 1.3-litre multivalve unit

	Five-door versions of Starlet are added to the range.

	1994
	June
	Toyota introduces the Starlet Kudos low-price model, available from £7,999, based on the 1.3 Xli three-door.

	December
	Launch of the Starlet Jeans special edition, with denim-look upholstery.

	1996
	November
	Introduction of the fifth generation Starlet to the UK, the last generation to be sold prior to the arrival of Yaris.

	1998
	May
	Starlet undergoes a final facelift with extra safety features, improved ride and braking performance and new equipment grades.

	Last year of UK Starlet sales as the model makes way for the new Yaris.
