	March
	The fifth generation Carina joins the Toyota UK model range.

	1990
	March
	XL trim is introduced with 1.6 and 2.0-litre petrol power.

	1990
	July
	Toyota marks Carina’s 25th anniversary with a Limited Edition model, based on the GL. Five hundred examples are produced.

	1991
	February
	The Carina range is extended with new 2.0-litre diesel versions, range-topping Gli 2.0 five-door and a 1.6 XL petrol estate model.

	1992
	February
	Carina I Life and HiLife Plus special edition models are launched, featuring new ultrasonic alarm system.

	
	May
	The new Carina E is launched, initially with 1.6 and 2.0-litre petrol engines and a 12-car range. It is to be the first Toyota to be built in Britain, at the new Burnaston factory in Derbyshire.

	
	July
	The Carina E range is completed with the introduction of Gti and XLD diesel models.

	
	November
	New entry-level Xi four and five-door models are added to the range.

	April
	An estate model (built in Japan) is added to the Carina E range.

	October
	A driver’s airbag is made a standard feature of the 2.0-litre Executive and Gti models.

	Production of five-door Carina E models begins at Toyota’s Burnaston factory.

	September
	Driver’s airbag becomes standard feature on all Carina E models.

	August
	The Carina E range is revised with a new grade structure and addition of a 1.8-litre lean-burn petrol engine.

	March
	Toyota updates Carina E with new styling, improved handling and additional safety features. The range gains a turbodiesel engine for the first time.

	Carina E is replaced by the first generation Avensis model.
